Dear Parents/Carers,

After careful consideration, we now believe we are in a position to confirm school will reopen for Reception children only (and Key Worker children) on Monday 15th June.  The circumstances leading to the delay in opening have mostly been addressed and resources and other items required by government regulations are set to be in place.

The strict guidelines that have been set by the government mean that even if we were able, our school will only ever be able to cater for Key Worker pupils and Reception until the social distancing rules can be relaxed.  We simply do not have the space to put the correct number of ‘bubbles’ in place for other year groups to attend. Bubbles of up to fifteen children now also need a 2.3m per child space, which unfortunately in some of our classrooms means a lot less than fifteen.
In order to ensure that we are best prepared, accurate pupil numbers are needed. If you have not indicated to us that you wish your child to return, in Reception, please do so as promptly as possible.

Once those figures are confirmed we will send you the details of your child’s bubble.

Due to the strict guidelines around social distancing, we will be unable to adapt the arrangements for your child’s bubbles, once they have been organised. At the moment, we can be certain that the arrival times of bubbles will be between 8.40am and 9am at 10 minute intervals, and pick up times between 2.40pm and 3pm.
Parents will be directed to both schools main gates to enter the school and follow a strict one way system to exit through another gate. 
If you are a key worker and your child is in Reception, they will now become part of a Reception bubble and will be expected to attend school full time and follow the arrangements for their bubble. Arrangements for other Key Worker children will remain the same.

I appreciate that things appear to keep changing on a daily basis and are as frustrating for me and my staff as I’m sure it is for you.
We will email you as soon as we have clear details for the bubbles.
