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CLOWNE INFANT AND NURSERY SCHOOL

Clowne Infant and Nursery School is a Local Authority maintained community school and is controlled by Derbyshire County Council.  It admits children from the age of 3-7 years.  The maximum number of pupils to be admitted into the Reception classes during the Reception Year is 90.
Clowne Infant and Nursery School was opened in its present building in September 1976.  It is ‘Open Plan’ in design and is built around three central courtyards.  There are nine general teaching areas, each with its own ‘Home Bay’.  In addition there is a 150 place nursery class working in a purpose built nursery unit, which is an integral part of the school. We also have an adjacent nursery building which is utilised by all nursery children.
There is a dining area, a resource area, a computing room and a staff room.  The large hall is used for Assembly, PE, Dance and Movement and for social functions.  There is a large hard play area and also a sensory garden, grassed area with a pond and sensory garden.  The school has use of the Junior School’s playing field.

The children are taught in mixed ability classes, there is some grouping by ability in Maths and English lessons each week.  The organisation of children in classes and class sizes may vary from year to year depending upon the number of teachers and the number of children.

School Meals

Meals are excellent and are cooked on the premises.  From 1st September 2014 the current government initiative of ‘Universal Free School Meals’ started for all infant school children; this means all infant aged children qualify for a free hot cooked meal at lunchtime. 
We can also cater for children who still wish to bring a packed lunch in a suitable lunch box. The school promotes healthy eating and so we ask you not send fizzy drinks, glass bottles, chocolate bars or sweets.

Please note that we have children in school with severe ‘nut allergies’ and as a result no foods containing nuts should be sent to school. 
All children receive 1 piece of fresh fruit each day which is provided free of charge and sponsored under the Governments Health Promotion Scheme. We have apples, pears, bananas, oranges, tomatoes and pineapple on a rota basis. Fruit is served washed and whole and children are shown and encouraged to peel their own fruit if necessary.

Recommended Code of Dress
The recommended code of dress consists of a purple sweatshirt with a white or purple polo shirt. All uniform can be ordered through ‘My Clothing’. There is a wide range of uniform styles on offer from which parents can choose. The skirt or trousers should be dark in colour, simply because it’s the most practical. In summer purple gingham dresses may be worn and boys (and girls) are encouraged to wear shorts in the warmer months. Please ensure that all articles of clothing, including shoes and pumps, are clearly marked with your child’s name.

Absence

If, for any reason, your child has to be away from school, please let us know the reasons for absence by telephoning school by 9.00am on the first day of absence when an official record will be made in school.  If an absence is more prolonged, please ensure you telephone the school on a daily basis to keep us updated.  
When a child has to be taken out of school for medical appointments or other reasons please let us know what time you will be collecting him/her and inform the office staff.  Please make sure you sign your child in or out.
The school is obliged to monitor frequent absences plus late arrivals. This information is then shared with the Family Support Worker on a regular basis.

Leave of Absence for Holidays

Under the new directive, regarding holidays in term time, from the DfE which came in to force on 1st September 2013, the Governors of Clowne Infant and Nursery School have instructed Mrs Kirby to only authorise term time holidays in exceptional circumstances.
As a matter of principle holidays should not be taken in school time. Where this is impossible then a holiday form should be completed at least two weeks prior to the holiday with relevant documentation attached to support the exceptional circumstances.
Parents should be aware that where holidays are taken that have NOT been approved, this will then be classed as an unauthorised holiday and information passed to the LA and you may be issued with a fixed penalty fine.

Health




The school works in co-operation with the Health Authority.  The School Nurse will distribute health questionnaires to parents of Reception children and are available to speak to parents on health matters.  Routine medical examinations, dental checks, vision and hearing tests take place in school.  If you are required to attend you will receive a separate invitation. 

If your child should be taken ill at school, we will contact you (or the person you have named on the admission form) immediately.  Please ensure contact details are constantly up to date.  Minor cuts and bruises will be treated in school; we will always endeavour to make sure you know if your child has had a bumped head.
Please note that children who have been sick should have at least 48 hours at home ‘sick free’ and have eaten, before returning to school!

Dog Fouling

Because of the known health risks associated with dog fouling of children’s play areas, we request that all parents support our policy of no dogs on school premises. The exceptions to this rule are ‘guide dogs’.
Rules

We try to keep these as few as possible and they are designed to ensure the children’s safety and well being.  All of our school rules have been written by the children.

We have an agreed set of rules, rewards and sanctions and these are carried out consistently across the school to promote and encourage positive behaviour in all children. We are very proud of our children and their conduct; please do whatever you can to support the school.
The Whole School Policy for Managing Behaviour is available to all members of the school community.  
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Visits and Journeys
Children sometimes visit places of interest, which are connected with the work they are doing.  All journeys are subject to the Governors’ Charging Policy. 
At other times, we invite representatives from organisations like the Police and Fire Brigade to come to school.  All visits and journeys are educational and children will undertake work connected with the event.
We have additional annual Derbyshire School Journeys Association Insurance to cover children on school trips, we adhere to the strictest of procedures when taking children off site and have staff specifically trained to organise school trips and journeys.
Complaints

If parents have a complaint about their child’s schooling, they should raise it with the class teacher first and if a satisfactory outcome is not reached then please see Mrs Kirby.  
However, if complaints cannot be resolved, then a formal procedure involving the Governors and the LEA can be invoked. A copy of which can be obtained from school or on the school website.
In the unlikely event of a parent becoming abusive to a member of staff either physically or verbally, the incident will be logged and the Governors have the power to bar that person from the school premises. The key is to make sure that we all talk to each other to resolve minor problems as they occur.

We seek your support in a variety of ways in helping your children at home.  In the very early stages of reading, children take home picture books. We sometimes ask children to bring things to school and find things out at home.  We also seek your co-operation in helping to finish off work at home. Remember regular reading is most important to help your child. 
We try to make homework as fun as possible and so we may sometimes organise games or competitions to do at home with parents.
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Mobile Phones
Please do not use mobile phones in school, as it disrupts people reading and working.

THE SCHOOL AIMS



The school aims are:
· to provide happy, safe, secure and stimulating surroundings with equality of opportunity and access for all;

· to help children to develop lively, enquiring minds, and the ability to question, to argue rationally and to apply themselves to tasks;

· to promote physical development through high quality PE and an extensive range of after school activities;

· to promote good hygiene and health and to develop each child’s respect for its own body;

· to provide children with access to information communication technology facilities;

· to ensure that each child acquires knowledge, skills and understanding in all subjects of the National Curriculum and R.E. 
· to ensure that each child has the opportunity to develop their creative potential;

· to offer each child Religious Education in accordance with the requirements of the Derbyshire Agreed Syllabus in order that every child acquires a reasoned set of attitudes, values and beliefs including a respect for and understanding of other people’s religious and moral values and ways of life;
· to encourage independence, respect and to develop co-operative and interpersonal skills by learning to share and work safely together;

· to develop in the children a caring and responsible attitude to the environment, both locally and globally; 

· to forge links with the wider community, both past and present, by involving members of the community, their experiences and their artefacts, in history and geography lessons;
· to make the transition between home and school as smooth as possible and to promote the partnership of parents and school in order to support the child together;

· to satisfy the child’s individual needs in a loving and supportive atmosphere providing praise and recognition which celebrates success.

ADMISSION POLICY

We want the transition of children from Nursery to Reception to be as seamless as possible. Both Nursery and Reception are part of the same stage of education called the Foundation Stage. We are very lucky to have a Nursery and excellent Foundation Stage staff who pride themselves in being able to provide a fantastic education for all children. 

The Governors must follow the admission procedure set out by the Local Education Authority, which states; 
The Local Education Authority is required to co-ordinate admissions to all Derbyshire Primary, Infant and Junior Schools. Essentially the Authority acts as a 'clearing house' for all admissions and enables parents to express a preference for one, two or three schools and to place those preferences in rank order. Parents must make their application online, or by phone on 01629 533190, direct to the LEA, and give reasons for their preferred school(s). 

In actual fact these new procedures differ very little from what has been common practice in schools for many years, the only difference now being that parents submit applications online to the LEA and not to schools. 

Parents should not be alarmed and anxious about admission arrangements; 

Mrs Kirby is always available to offer advice and support. The new admission arrangements do not change our very simple underlying principle; we want to offer every available child the best education possible and to work closely with parents to ensure our school maintains excellent standards.

Children to be admitted into the Reception Class will be phased into full time education starting in September. All parents of children due to start Reception will be invited to a transfer meeting the term before to pass on important information and to make sure parents and children have a stress free transition into full time Reception Education.
STARTING SCHOOL

This is a very special time in your child’s life and proper preparation for it is of utmost importance.  Together we can do a great deal to give your child the necessary confidence to cope with this new experience.  A positive attitude to school should be developed right from the beginning.  Please be assured that we shall do our best to help your child settle down happily and that we will encourage them to progress educationally at a pace relevant to their own ability. However, it is only natural for more sensitive children to take a little longer to adapt to change, but we have never once failed to make a child feel welcome, wanted and valued.
Before your child starts school we will arrange for you to visit us so that the child can get to know us before they are admitted.
Please practise the following skills, so that your child can:

· repeat their name, age and address

· recognise their coat and put it on
· take off shoes and put them on
· go to the toilet and wash and dry their hands with little supervision

· hold a pencil correctly

· use a knife and fork

It is important that before starting school, you read and tell stories to your child.  Learning to sing nursery rhymes and encouraging conversation also helps to lay the foundations of reading. Nursery rhymes, songs and being able to join in favourite stories are very important parts of school life!
PARENT- TEACHER RELATIONS

Parents are welcome into school at any time.  Informal consultations can easily be arranged.  There are two parent consultation interviews in autumn and spring and then all children receive a formal written report towards the end of the summer term. Other meetings for parents are called as the need arises and we try to keep you informed of all school activities by DOJO and through our website at www.clowne-inf.derbyshire.sch.uk. It is vital to keep contacts up to date.
Parents are encouraged to discuss any issues or concerns with the teachers by email or asking for a phonecall. If more time is needed, the teacher will be only too happy to arrange to see you after school. A telephone call will ensure that we are available.  If we have any concerns, we will discuss them with you immediately, either personally, by telephone or by a home visit.
CHILD PROTECTION

Parents should be aware that the school is required to take any reasonable action to ensure the safety of its pupils.  In cases where the school has reason to be concerned that a child may be subject to ill-treatment, neglect or other forms of abuse, the Headteacher and the rest of the DSL team will without hesitation follow the Child Protection procedures established by the Derbyshire Area Child Protection Committee and to inform Social Services of the concern.

SCHOOL SECURITY

We consider the security of our Pupils, Staff and School as the upmost importance, and as a result we have introduced a full site security intercom system, which locks the site down during peak times. The pedestrian gates to School will automatically open between 7am – 9am, however after this point all visitors will have to identify themselves both visually and verbally at the main gates via the intercom system prior to being granted access to the site. The gates will then also open automatically from 2.50pm to allow the collection of pupils at the end of the school day. 
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We ask all visitors to sign in and to wear a badge. Visitors without badges will be challenged. Please help us to keep the site secure and safe for all children. Equally, parents should be vigilant both before and after school. Sometimes children may become separated from their parents, so if you see a child unaccompanied or looking lost please make sure they are safe and if necessary accompany them back into school.
SUN SAFETY

Please provide a sun hat and always ensure that your child’s shoulders are covered during the sunny weather. Short sleeves are better than shoulder straps and most good quality sun screens applied in the morning will provide protection throughout the day. Please also ensure that children have a water bottle. 
HEALTH AND SAFETY
Governing Bodies are responsible for ensuring that Health and Safety is maintained in school. The Governors monitor performance, ensuring health and safety matters are properly resourced and that staff that have specific Health and Safety carry out their responsibilities.
In particular the Governing Body ensures that:-

· The school Health and Safety policy is reviewed regularly
· Health and safety is managed effectively 
· Health and safety is an on-going priority 
· Health and Safety trained staff are in school
· Appropriate staffing levels are kept to ensure the Health and Safety of all employees, visitors and children
· There are adequate resources for Health and Safety
· They seek and act upon Health and Safety advice from the LEA 
· They receive Health and Safety reports from the Headteacher for discussion at Full Governors meetings
· They receive regular LEA guidance and publications via the Headteacher 

· They review annually the Health and Safety performance of the school
· All the County guidance on school journeys is complied with to ensure the safety of all children and adults
THE CURRICULUM

In Year 1 and Year 2, the ‘National Curriculum’ is taught to children. The core subjects are English, Maths and Science.  The other subjects taught include History, Geography, Art, Physical Education, Music, SMSC, RE, Design and Technology and Computing.  A day’s programme will include many of the above, often taught as part of a topic.
Topics are on our website www.clowne-inf.derbyshire.sch.uk
Teachers use a variety of styles and methods depending on the class and upon what is being taught. Children are grouped for ability in Phonics, Reading and Maths. Children are also grouped for topic work in their own classes. LEA and Governors Curriculum Policy Documents are available for inspection in school.

Play and Learning

Very young children express their feelings through play.  The Government has recognised this in its introduction of the Foundation Stage of education.  Our Reception classes and Nursery work closely together to ensure that a smooth transfer takes place and that the children receive an appropriate approach to their early learning.   
Play is a child’s work.  It is the way through which young children discover new things about themselves and about the world.  They develop new skills and build up relationships with new friends. The teachers plan for play-based, focus activities as part of the Foundation Stage curriculum. Children are assessed against a baseline in the first 6 weeks on entry and are assessed against the ‘Early Learning Goals’ at the end of the year, which recognises the value of imaginative play in developing the child as a whole. 
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The ‘Early Learning Goals’ (ELG) 

The ELGs are split into seven areas of learning, which include a child’s development in the following areas: 
1. Personal, Social & Emotional Development
2. Communication & Language 
3. Physical Development
4. Literacy
5. Mathematics
6. Understanding the world

7. Expressive Arts & Design
Speaking and Listening, Reading and Writing

These are the integral elements of English.  We place great emphasis on speaking, the child who is encouraged to talk at home, will be quicker to read and write in school.  All classes have special Circle Time during the day when children are taught how to listen and talk in a caring and sensitive manner. 
Rhino Readers (Twinkl Phonics) is our main core reading scheme in School.  We teach letter sounds by using Twinkl Phonics to prepare children for phonic readiness and this is continued throughout school.  Teachers introduce phonics (the sounds letters make) in a planned and systematic way. You may be asked to help your child either during morning reading or at home.
We place the utmost importance on the value of reading, because without it your child is unable to pursue the many activities on offer at school. All children beyond pre-readers will be given a reading scheme book which should be taken home daily and is changed regularly. Book bags with the school logo are available through the Tesco Uniform online service.  Children change their school library book each week on a designated day which they can also take home. This is a free choice book. We have a collection of school ‘reading for pleasure’ books in KS1, which the children may take home if they wish.  Please encourage your child to join the local library. 
The teaching of phonics takes place throughout school each morning. 
We have visiting theatre companies and puppet shows on a regular basis in order to enrich the English curriculum.  Our own Christmas productions are highly regarded and enable all the children to participate in a variety of ways at different levels.
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Mathematics

We teach a wide and varied maths curriculum using the White Rose scheme which ensures that children develop a high level of mathematical ability essential for life-long learning.
Science

All the children follow a comprehensive science curriculum using the Kapow scheme which is in line with national requirement.  Opportunities are offered for investigations so that the children have as much practical experience as possible.
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Computing
The school offers lots of ‘hands-on’ opportunities in ‘Computing’.  In school we use Teach Computing as a scheme. With support from Government funding and parental contributions we provide an excellent range of computer hardware and software to ensure that the demands of the National Curriculum can be met.  We make full use of our computer suite.
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Religious Education


We follow Derbyshire guidelines. This requires us to teach Christianity plus one other main faith.  School Assemblies are held regularly and religious festivals are celebrated. Assemblies are predominantly Christian in nature but there is a strong ‘fun’ element to help children understand and enjoy the rich diversity of cultures that exist in the UK.

Religious Affiliation

We have no religious affiliation and parents who have any concerns about assemblies should first see Mrs Kirby before deciding to exercise their right to withdraw their child from Assemblies and from Religious Education. Parents with religious convictions have the right to provide religious instruction to their children during our assembly time. Children who are withdrawn will be encouraged to spend some time working and thinking about their particular framework for moral education.
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Physical Education
All children take part in up to 2 hours of high quality PE every week in school. Indoor PE, Music and Movement and Drama are done in bare feet.  Should your child have a verruca please cover it and/or provide PE pumps. We also take advantage of the Bolsover District School Sport Partnership for inter schools competitions, regularly throughout the year.
We welcome external coaching for Gymnastics, Athletics, Games, Tennis, Cricket and Football. When it is offered parents may be asked for a contribution towards these activities. We encourage exercise and healthy attitudes to competition in simple team games organised as part of PE or at lunch times with Bolsover Sports. We also currently have Yoga on a Wednesday afternoon.
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Music

All of the children have the opportunity to sing and play tuned and untuned instruments. We follow the Charanga scheme.
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Special Needs Education

An Education Psychologist, appointed by the Education Authority, visits all schools regularly to help to identify learning difficulties.  We are able to call upon the support of other agencies to support your child’s development e.g. the speech therapist, health visitor, school doctor, behaviour support, education welfare and many more. We will always arrange to speak to you if we are worried about your child’s progress and hope that you will not hesitate to contact us for whatever reason. 
Most children will experience some difficulty in their education at some point in their life. The key to success is to identify the problem and resolve it as quickly as possible. In order to achieve this, the school follows the Code of Practice for Special Educational Needs (SEND) and the teacher will be able to advise you of the best course of action to take. In most cases this will involve agreeing some short term targets to be reviewed after about six weeks. Our Special Education Needs Policy is available to you on request.

By differentiating the curriculum and by carefully grouping children we aim to meet the needs of all our pupils, including those who are exceptionally able and those who learn more slowly. There are many opportunities to offer additional teaching to children who are gifted through our links with the Junior School. 
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Assessment

Assessment begins when the Nursery Staff arrange their home visit with you before your child starts Nursery.  You know so much more about your child than we do at this stage. We continue to assess children as they move through the Nursery. This on-going assessment is used to inform teachers of pupil’s progress.

Assessment continues in Reception where teachers complete the ‘Foundation Stage Profile’ (FSP). This is a very detailed and comprehensive checklist of the ELGs, against which all children in the country are assessed. This FSP is used as the basis for the consultation you will have with the Reception teacher and the written report that you will receive at the end of the year. Parents who wish to see the FSP may do so at anytime. Parents are welcome to contribute to this by sending photos or achievements via ‘Dojo’ or by email to reception@clowne-inf.derbyshire.sch.uk.
Throughout the child’s time in school, assessment will occur.  This information helps to determine what each child should learn next.

Curriculum Overview
At Clowne Infant and Nursery School the amount of time your children will  spend in ‘lessons’ is 21 hours and 40 minutes; this excludes registration, assemblies, breaks and lunchtime.
PUPIL ABSENCE
The school aims to limit absence to less than 4% with a target of 96% attendance for the year.
Every effort has been made to ensure that the information held in this school prospectus is correct. If anything in this booklet is not clear or if further explanation is required please contact Mrs Kirby at school who will be pleased to talk to you.

Medicine in school (Health & Safety)

Appendix B 
If your child has a medical condition that needs medication prescribed by a doctor during the day, it will be given to your child at the right time as necessary.  The medication must be provided in the prescribed container i.e. bottle or packet and inhalers must also be named. There is a form we need you to fill in that provides us with written instructions, signed by a parent.
As a general rule we do not ‘administer’ medicines unless they are ‘life saving drugs’. The school policy is that we will sit with your child having provided them with the correct dose at the right time. Wherever possible this will be double checked with two adults and each will sign the medicines book as a record.  
If your child is on prescribed medicine to be given 3 times a day, please administer all the doses at home, i.e. breakfast time, immediately after school and bedtime.

Please speak to Mrs Kirby if you are experiencing any difficulties, we will do everything that we possibly can to help you.

Overnight snow or exceptionally bad weather

If our school has to be closed at the beginning of the day or during the day because of heavy snow, this will be announced on DOJO. 
If on subsequent days the school has to be closed this will continue to be announced by DOJO.  If there are no messages from our school, then you can assume we are open.

However after any bad weather we recommend children should be accompanied to school by an adult to ensure their safety.
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Heavy snowfall during the day

If it snows heavily during the day you may wish to collect your own child early.  We will only allow children to go home early when their own parent collects them or we have your permission for them to go home with another adult.

Please do not ring school to ask if the children can come home early as it blocks the telephone lines and we cannot ring out. A DOJO message will be sent out to keep you informed. Use your own judgement and if you think you need to collect them early, we will co-operate.

Governors Highway Safety Policy

The Nursery opens at 8.45 a.m. 
The Nursery closes at 3.30pm.  

The School opens at 8.50 a.m. 
School closes at 3.05pm.
Parents are responsible for their children until they are brought into school.  There is no supervision on the playground, and parents are asked to make sure that children come straight into school.

Parent’s cars are not allowed in the school grounds, except when a child is ill or there is a prior arrangement with the Headteacher. Cars must not park on the yellow zigzag lines on the approach to school, as the safety of the children is paramount.  We ask parents to ensure that, wherever possible, they park on the school side of Ringer Lane to alleviate any traffic problems.

Whenever possible, the children and parents should cross with the crossing patrol in the correct manner i.e. in front of the crossing patrol at all times.  It has taken us many years to get the facility, so we would ask that it is treated with the greatest respect, so that it may continue.

In the eventuality of there being no crossing patrol, it is the responsibility of the parents to ensure their children’s safety.

At the end of the school day teachers do their absolute best to ensure that every child goes home with the arranged adult. If an infant child is not collected, they will be taken to the school office and parents will be contacted. Please let us know if someone different is going to collect your child, we will not release children to adults who we do not know. Please note that Nursery children must be collected from inside school.
Educational Visits
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Only approved bus companies are used. All children must remain seated, wear a seat belt and be well behaved throughout the journey. No children are allowed to sit on the centre back seat or front seats of the coach. A mobile phone and first aider is always present on school trips. Risk assessment and pre-visits are made for all educational journeys to assess the suitability for young children. 
First Aid
The school has fully trained first aid personnel who are qualified to administer first aid at a Paediatric Level and in the general work place. The welfare of the children is always our number one priority; an ambulance will always be called if we feel that we are unable to meet a child’s needs.
Highway Safety in the National Curriculum

With the support of the DCC Highway Safety Officers, resource materials are available at all times, which will ensure that your child will receive Highway Safety education throughout their time in school.  

The Wearing of Earrings during PE

The Education Committee has issued the following instructions concerning the wearing of earrings and taking part in PE and Games.  Although the risk of injury in the case of such pupils is to the individual child rather than to others, following consultations with the Authority’s insurers and legal department, children wearing earrings should not be allowed to take part in PE and Games.  It is accepted that children may wear “sleepers” while taking part in PE and Games but it is pointed out there is the danger of the child being injured.[image: image31.wmf]
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
